Aceastd consolidare
fumizeazi specialistilor in catalogare si

conforme sau nu cu politica agentilor
nationale.

De
mentionat, faptul ci volumul este construit in
mod simetric, avind o deschidere (un capitol cu
reguli generale) si o finchidere (o analizd
detaliati a problematicii abordate).

In al doilea volum “Titlun, titun
uniforme si referinie” se analizeazi, pe rind,
alegerea punctelor de acces la document,
modalitatea de inregistrare a autorilor,
denumirile geografice, inregistrarea unititilor
de corporativ si titlurile uniforme.

In Anexi se trec in revistd regulile de
folosire a majusculelor, abrevierilor §i a
numeralelor.

Aceastd lucrare vastd (aproximativ
1000 pagini) fumizeaz3 bibliotecarilor ce se
ocupd cu instruirea personalului de catalogare
nu numai modalitifi de predare a codunlor
respective dar si cile dupa care cercetitorii vor
folosi aceste coduri in practicd.
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This book is in fact “a consolidation of
the decisions and rule interpretations which the
Library of Congress, the National Library of
Canada, the British Library, and the National
Library of Australia have made to govem their
use of the Anglo-American cataloguing rules.”

The consolidation of decisions is
intended to assist librarians in understanding
the specific details of cataloguing appearing in
bibliographic records issued by the national
agencies, and to give cataloguers and other
preparing bibliographic records, information on
the ways in which the records they create may
conform to or depart from the policies of the
national agencies.

After a detailed list of references
(structured under the institutions that published
them), the first volume “Description”
theoretically analyses the way in which

different publications are described (books,
pamphlets, cartographic materials, manuscripts,
music, sound recordings, motion pictures and
video recordings, graphic materials, computer
files, three dimensional artefacts, microfilms,
serials).

We must point out the fact that the first
volume is symetrically built, opening with a
chapter of general rules and closing with a
detailed analysis of the problems discussed.

In the second volume “Headings,
Uniform Titles, and References” the author has
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in view the choice of access points, headings
for persons, geographical names, headings for
corporate bodies, and uniform titles.

The Appendices have in view the rules
for capitalization, abbreviations and numerals.

This large book ( of about 1000 pages)
provide instructors of cataloguing with
guidance not only in teaching the code itself,
but also in the ways in which students will
encounter use of the code in actual practice.
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
